1. RULES

.1. The Regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing;
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1.2.  The Royal Yachting Association (RYA) Prescriptions will apply (Ref. http://www.rya.org.uk/);
1.3.  For Classes 0, 1, 2, 3 & QT - World Sailing Offshore Regulations Category 4 will apply (Ref. http://Awww.sailing.org);
1.4.  For boats racing under the RYA National Handicap for Cruisers (NHC) — a boat’s handicap will be adjusted after every race;
1.5.  Racing Rules will be changed, as follows:
1.5.1.  Rule 52 — Manual Power — for Classes 0, 1, 2, 3 & QT — except when starting, a boat crewed by no more than
a skipper and one member of crew is permitted to use automatic steering without restriction;
1.5.2.  Rule 44.1 for Classes 4, 5, 6 & 7 is changed in that only one turn is required;
1.6.  The Sailing Instructions may change other Racing Rules;
1.7.  For Spinlock IRC-rated boats

1.7.1. IRC Rule 2018 parts A, B and C including changes will apply except that Rule 22.4 will not apply. There will be
no limitations on crew numbers or weight; personal flotation devices shall be carried for each and every person
on board;

1.7.2.  For the purpose of IRC Rule 21.1.5(d) and (e) the Regatta is on consecutive days and the sails carried shall
remain the same throughout;

2. ADVERTISING - When provided and where practicable a boat shall endeavour to display a "UBS’ sticker on her port bow
throughout the Regatta.

3. ELIGIBILITY - the Regatta is open to:
3.1 Sportsboat and Cruiser/racer classes
3.1.1.  Class 0 — Sportsboat - IRC rating greater than 0.965 Not?
3.1.2.  Class 1 — Cruiser/racer - IRC rating equal to or greater than 0.950
3.1.3.  Class 2 — Cruiser/racer - IRC rating less than 0.950
3.1.4.  Quarter Ton (QT) Class Note3
3.1.5.  Class 3 — Boats without an IRC Rating will race under the NHC Handicap system;

3.2. Dayboat - Class 4 — Jersey Dayboat Rating (available on application);



3.3.  World Sailing International Small Catamaran Handicap Classes:
3.3.1.  Class 5 — handicap equal to or less than 1.000
3.3.2.  Class 6 — handicap greater than 1.000 up to 1.200
3.3.3.  Class 7 — handicap greater than 1.200
3.4. Dinghy classes (Portsmouth Yardstick Number)
3.4.1.  Class 8 — PN equal to or less than 1207
3.4.2.  Class 9 — PN greater than 1207
3.5.  Windsurfer - Class W — Kona One Design

Notes:

1. Classes may be altered, amalgamated or divided at the sole discretion of the Race Committee;

2. Class 0 boats, parameters shall include a DLR less than 150, LH less than 10m and a TCC greater than 0.965;

3. Quarter Ton boats - to qualify as a Quarter Ton boat, a boat shall have had an IOR rating of 18.5 or less during the
period 1970 to1996. In the case of series production boats only one of the series needs to have had a rating of 18.5 or
less (Ref. RORC);

4. Class flags — boats in Classes 0, 1, 2, 3 and QT shall provide their own class flags to be flown from the back-stay or,
where no backstay exists, the push-pit whilst racing. Class flags are numeral pennants 0, 1, 2, 3 and Q respectively;

5. The combined number of boats in Classes 8 and 9 is provisionally restricted to sixty. The Race Committee may vary this
number at its sole discretion;

6. Class 9 — Subject to the limitation on numbers described in Note 5, entries will be accepted from applicants aged 10
years and above. Exceptionally, in the case of younger applicants with acknowledged racing experience entries may be
accepted at the sole discretion of the Race Committee.

ENTRY

4.1.  Boats shall enter by completing the entry form on www.jerseyregatta.com/race administration up to 1800 hours. Friday
7th September after which time no further entries will be accepted,;

4.2. Boats entered in Classes 1 and 2 will be automatically entered in the Spinlock IRC Regional Championship for their class;

4.3.  The final entry classification will be posted on the official notice boards located in the RCIYC and SHYC by 1800 hours,
Saturday 8th September;

4.4, Competitors under the age of 18 years shall provide the Regatta Office with a completed Parental Consent form,
available on www.jerseyregatta.com/race administration, prior to racing.

ENTRY FEES
5.1.  ‘Early Bird’ entry fees will apply up to 2200hrs Monday 6th August, as follows:
5.1.1. Classes 0, 1, 2, 3 and QT - £45.00;
5.1.2.  Classes 0, 1, 2, 3 and QT - for boats sailing in Friday’s coastal race only - £20.00;
5.1.3. Classes 4, 5,6,7,8,9and W - £25.00 or £15.00 where a boat is to be helmed and crewed by persons aged
16 years and under throughout the event;
5.2.  Standard entry fees will apply, thereafter, as follows:
5.2.1. Classes 0, 1, 2, 3 and QT - £70.00;
5.2.2. Classes 0, 1, 2, 3 and QT - for boats sailing in Friday’s coastal race only - £35.00;
5.2.3. Classes 4,5, 6,7,8,9and W - £40.00 or £25.00 where a boat is to be helmed and crewed by persons aged
16 years and under throughout the event;

Notes:
1. Fees include race entry, receptions and the prize-giving supper but not the Regatta Party;
2. Fees will not be refunded except at the Organising Authority’s sole discretion.

6.2.  No warning signal will be made after 1600 hours on both 15th and 16th September;

MEASUREMENTS

7.1.  Boatsin Classes 0, 1, 2 & QT shall submit a copy of their 2018 Rating certificate to the Regatta Office by Friday 7th
September. No alteration to a boat’s TCC will be permitted after that date except as a result of a rating protest or to
correct Rating Authority errors;

7.2.  Aboatin Class 4 shall conform to her Jersey Dayboat Rating;

7.3.  With the exception detailed in Para. 1.7 concerning IRC Rule 22.4, each boat shall comply with Racing Rule 78.1,
(Compliance with Class Rules; Certificates) throughout the Regatta.

9.1. Classes0, 1, 2,3 and QT
9.1.1.  Friday — the course for the coastal race will be in Jersey’s coastal waters and contained entirely within
Admiralty Chart 2669 (SCF5604.4);
9.1.2.  Saturday and Sunday - courses will be set in St Aubin’s Bay and/or to the south of the Island using fixed marks,
laid marks or a combination of both. The course area will be contained entirely within Admiralty Chart 2669
(SCF5604.4);
9.2. Class5
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9.2.1.  Friday —as 9.3, below;

9.2.2.  Saturday and Sunday —as 9.1.2, above;
9.3. Classes 4, 6, 7, 8, 9 and W — courses will be set in St Aubin’s Bay using laid marks;
9.4.  Detailed course information will be provided in the Sailing Instructions.

PENALTY SYSTEM - For Classes 4, 5, 6 & 7 rule 44.1 is changed in that only one turn is required.

SCORING
11.1. For all classes, races scheduled for Friday 14th September will be standalone and not count in the overall Regatta scoring;
11.2. For the purposes of determining the UBS Jersey Regatta - Best in Class boat in each Class, the Spinlock IRC CI Regional
Champion and the Island ARK Quarter Ton Trophy all races completed on 15th & 16th September will constitute a series for
all classes as follows:
11.2.1.  When fewer than six races have been completed a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores;
11.2.2.  When six races have been completed a boat’s score will be the total of her race scores excluding her worst score.

HAUL-OUT RESTRICTIONS - Boats in Classes 0, 1, 2, 3, QT and 4 shall not be hauled out during the event except in an
emergency or with and according to the terms of prior written permission of the Race Committee. (Hauling Out includes the use of
legs, cradle berths and other forms of drying out that might be used over a low tide).

RADIO COMMUNICATION - Except in an emergency, a boat that is racing shall not make voice or data transmissions and shall
not receive voice or data communication that is not available to all boats.

PRIZES AND PRIZE-GIVING

14.1. Perpetual trophies will be awarded as indicated in the Regatta Race Programme;

14.2. Place prizes will be awarded in each class, as follows:
14.2.1.  When two boats are entered — a first prize will be awarded,;
14.2.2.  When three boats are entered — first and second prizes will be awarded;
14.2.3.  When four or more boats are entered — first, second and third prizes will be awarded;

14.3. UBS Jersey Regatta ‘Best-in-Class’ prizes will be awarded to the boats with the lowest series scores in their respective
classes;

14.4. The Spinlock IRC Channel Islands Regional Championship trophies will be awarded to the boats with the lowest series
scores in Classes 1 & 2;

14.5. The Island ARK Trophy will be awarded to the boat with the lowest series score in Class QT;

14.6. The Prize-giving will take place in St Helier YC as soon as possible after 1930 hours, Sunday 16th September.

RISK STATEMENT - Rule 4 of the Racing Rules of Sailing states: ‘The responsibility for a boat’s decision to participate in a race or to

continue is hers alone.” Sailing is by its nature an unpredictable sport and therefore inherently involves an element of risk. By taking

part in the event, each competitor agrees and acknowledges that:

15.1. They are aware of the inherent element of risk involved in the sport and accept responsibility for the exposure of
themselves, their crew and their boat to such inherent risk whilst taking part in the event;

15.2. They are responsible for the safety of themselves, their crew, their boat and their other property whether afloat or ashore;

15.3. They accept responsibility for any injury, damage or loss to the extent caused by their own actions or omissions;

15.4. Their boat is in good order, equipped to sail in the event and they are fit to participate;

15.5. The provision of a race management team, patrol boats and other officials and volunteers by the event organiser does not
relieve them of their own responsibilities;

15.6. The provision of patrol boat cover is limited to such assistance, particularly in extreme weather conditions, as can be
practically provided in the circumstances;

15.7. Itis their responsibility to familiarise themselves with any risks specific to the venue or this event drawn to their attention in
any rules and information produced for the venue or event and to attend any safety briefing held for the event.

INSPECTIONS - The fact that race officials may conduct inspections of a boat does not reduce the responsibilities of each
competitor set out in this Notice of Race.

INSURANCE - each participating boat shall be insured with valid third party liability insurance with a minimum cover of £3,000,000
(three million pounds sterling or the equivalent in euros) per incident, such insurance to include racing cover.

18.1. Berthing - Jersey Marinas will provide complimentary berthing for visiting boats from Saturday 8th September until
Monday 17th September, inclusive, and for local boats from Wednesday 12th September until Monday 17th September,
inclusive;

18.2. Boats shipping to Jersey - Condor Ferries will provide 15% discount on fares for passengers, boats, trailers and tow
vehicles on all routes.
